All o"cial and secured slopes are marked on both sides with poles (see 
picture 1 below). If you leave a marked slope, you are in the free ski area. 
This area is neither marked nor prepared, not controlled and not secured, 
since only open and marked runs are controlled by ski patrol and 
emergency service (see picture 2 below). Skiers and snowboarders who 
leave the marked slopes must be aware that they do so at their own risk. 
Be aware that you enter dangerous area with possibility of cli!s etc.
